Dear Friends, Please excuse this `Round Robin' but there is an urgent need to contact all previous objectors to the Inverliever wind farm application. The original plan has changed, and a new application lodged as 04/020701DET - Inverliever Wind Farm. All original objections are now invalid, and we are asking please for your support in objecting to the new application. A map of the new plan is overleaf.

A slight improvement is claimed by the developer by the removal of 5 turbines and reduction in height to approx. 247ft. These are still huge, on higher ground and remain a moving visual intrusion into a natural landscape. The front rank have been brought closer to dwellings and would be a mere 1300 -1500 metres from homes. The noise and visual impact of these huge structures in this narrow glen have the potential to make life hellish for residents and visitors. The new proposal has serious implications for local endangered bird species as it is now a tighter format/cluster hazard on a known flight path & hunting ground for ospreys, eagles and other birds. Environmental and other concerns are the same as those to which you first objected.

In the last two years there has been growing public awareness and debate about the inefficiency and unpredictably of windfarms and their damage to scenic areas and tourism. Wave and tidal energy generation is almost at the commercial stage, and coupled with offshore wind totally negates any reason - if there ever was one - for decimating our landscapes. Argyll already has 7 windfarms & more are planned or being extended.

Please send your objection BY 18TR NOVEMBER either by email - citing the above application number - to moira.scott@argyli-oute. ov.uk or by writing (sae enclosed) to: The Chief Planning Officer, Council Offices, Albany Street, Oban PA34 4AR. Couples, please each send a signed copy of your letter or risk being counted as one - we need every single objection!

We are including copies of original letters for those who sent them to us, and for these you may attach a letter simply saying that you have seen a map of the new application (overleaf) and wish your original application to be carried forward as you consider the issues unchanged. You could scan this + your original and send your objection by email if preferred. Please keep a copy and ensure you receive an acknowledgement. For those who do not have their original letter, many apologies, but may we ask you to object again to this `new' proposal - it would be a shame if your first objection was wasted.

A quick list of points to mention are:

l.
The new draft local plan has designated the site area `very sensitive to wind farms'. It is also a potential departure to the existing Development Plan.

2.
Unacceptable potential for harm to the health & welfare of residents and visitors.

3.
Visual impact of moving industrial structures in a natural landscape.

4.
Irreversible damage to an area listed as important under Biodiversfty Acts would result. Admitted potential killing of endangered species unacceptable. Tighter format now a worse hazard for such birds.

5.
Tourism would be badly affected. A VisitScotland survey of tourists found that 15% would `definitely' & 10% `possibly' avoid areas with windfarms. A devastating loss to Argyll's economy.

6.
Targets for renewable energy already passed in Argyll - no specific locational need.
