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INQUIRY INTO ENERGY IN WALES
VISIT TO NORTH WALES 13 AND 14 FEBRUARY
The Welsh Affairs Committee will be visiting North Wales on Monday 13 and Tuesday 14 February as part of its inquiry into Energy in Wales. The inquiry is examining the current and future provision of energy in Wales; future portfolio of energy provision in Wales; and the relationship between the UK Government and the National Assembly for Wales on energy policy.
